Taxi at Calete
If you need one, these are easy to phone. They will collect you from the house. 

Call 0034 928 163 004. It will cost two euros to drop you at the main street.

“Taxi, Biento Ocho Alta Vista por favour de Atalatico Centre / Campo de Golf”

“ Taxi, 28 Alta Vista please for the Shopping Centre / Golf Club”

Biento Ocho (pronounce: bee en tow, och oh)

There is also a taxi rank in town, opposite Gambrinis restaurant, about a couple of hundred yards past the underpass at the main road.

There is also a taxi rank at the main Atlantico Shopping Centre (where the EURO SPAR SUPERMARKET is).

The first time you go to the Supermarket at the Atlantico Centre it is best to get a taxi or ask Juan to take you there after he drops you off at the house.

Going to the local Montecastillo Centre by foot is easy and only 5 minutes away.

Directions.

* Turn right out of the Alta Vista development.

* Walk 100 metres to the Travellers Pub

* Cross the road.

* Take the path leading towards the Montecastillo Centre (restaurants and bars)

* Walk 40 metres along this path past the kids playground on the left hand side.

* You will now be at a 4-way junction (‘Junction One’) 

(there are tennis courts at the 11 0’clock position)

NOTE: You catch the ‘noddy train’ here on the left hand side twice per hour, circa quarter past and quarter to the hour. The train takes you through the town and down to the Oceanarium / Beach.
Keeping on walking and go through T-junction two and three – about 80 metres.
Go straight through the junctions you will find yourself at the Montecastill Centre of Bars and Restaurants. 

The Montecastillo Centre and local medium sized ‘super’ markets (2 No)
The Montecastillo Centre is a small local centre offering a host of bars and restaurants and mini markets. It offers an alternative to the larger town centre complexes. Montecastillo hosts a crazy golf course. There is a free kids 3-a-side football astro turf pitch. In terms of bars there is a Scottish, English, and Irish Bar.

The Ranch is a very good restaurant for good plain meals (mixed grill etc). Our agent (Claire) is the cook here. The China restaurant is also good. 

There is a Noddy Train terminus here also. It is at the entrance to the China restaurant adjacent to the ‘Banco March’ autobank machine at the Parrot restaurant.

There are two medium sizes ‘super’ markets here. The orange fronted one and the larger one on the opposite side of the road which adjoins the Montecastillo Centre.

Noddy Train

Noddy Train Times at the Castillo Beach stop (‘Junction One’) just up from the Montecastillo centre and/or the Montecastill stop itself:

9.15; 9.45; 10.15; 10.45; 11.15; 11.45; 12.15; 12.45; 13.15; break; 15.15; 15.45; etc etc etc; to 5.45. 

It seems to run to about 8pm in the summer evenings but officially stops at 6 ! The train is an ideal way of getting around the town. It is great for the kids. Toddlers go free but adults are one euro each. It terminates at the oceanarium. Here you will find Harley the sea lion and his family. You will also find the entrance to the Calete de Fuste beach.

NOTE: If you catch the Noddy train close to the house (‘junction 1’) it will take you down to the town and it terminates at the Oceanarium and it drops off along the way. Have a drink at the Oceanarium and take the train back one day and you will see where it drops you at ‘junction 1’ close to the house.
WALK PAST THE MONTECASTILLO CENTRE – FOLLOW THE PATH DOWN TO THE MAIN ROAD THAT SPLITS THE TOWN – GO UNDER THE UNDERPASS TO TAKE YOU TO THE SHOPS / BEACH ETC – OR TURN RIGHT PAST THE ROUNDABOUT (JUST BEFORE THE UNDERPASS) AND FOLLOW THE BLACK AND RED PAVEMENT ALONG PAST THE SHERITAN HOTEL ON THE LEFT HAND SIDE AND THE GOLF COURSE ON THE RIGHT HAND SIDE. NEXT YOU WILL FIND THE ATLANTICO CENTRE ON THE LEFT HAND SIDE CLOSE TO THE GOLF STATUE ROUNDABOUT / PETROL STATION / MACDONALD’S.
YOU CAN CROSS THE ROAD HERE BUT IDEALLY YOU OUGHT TO HAVE CROSSED THE ROAD FURTHER BACK USING THE UNDERPASS OPPOSITE THE SHERITAN HOTEL. YOU WILL FIND A TAXI RANK HERE IN CASE YOU DON’T WANT TO WALK BACK. IT WILL HAVE TAKEN YOU 20 TO 25 MINUTES TO WALK T THIS MAIN COMPLEX.

BUT, THERE IS ALSO A FREE RESORT GOLF BUS THAT CAN TAKE YOU BACK TO THE MAIN TOWN FROM HERE

Atlantico Shopping Centre including Cinema and 10-pin Bowling and EURO SPAR Supermarket
A major shopping centre just along from the Sheraton Hotel. You can see this from your balcony off the master bedroom. It is walkable. It can also be accessed by the free resort golf bus. You will find the large Euro Spar supermarket here which we recommend that you use for supplies. A range of nice shops are here for clothes and jewellery etc. The back court is well done with nice café bars leading towards the garden and then out to the beach front. Also located here are an impressive Ten Pin Bowling arcade and Multi Screen English Cinema and Amusements. There are nice café bars etc at the back of the centre. It is open until 10pm most nights.
YOU WILL NEED YOUR PASSPORT OR DRIVING LICENCE IF YOU ARE GOING TO PAY FOR ANY GOOD BE DEBIT OR CREDIT CARD. AND YOU NEED  TO KNOW YOUR PIN NUMBER. IF YOU DON’T HAVE THE ID, YOU WON’T GET TO USE YOUR PLASTIC !  BE WARNED. This holds for ALL shops on the Island.
Las Rotundas Shopping Complex at Puerto del Rosario
This is the largest indoor shopping complex in the Canary Islands. It is on four levels linked by escalators and has a range of designer shops. It is worth a visit one evening but can be busy at the weekend. It has a large underground car park. To get there, follow the road signs to Puerto del Rosario from Calete de Fuste. It is basically a straight road. Drive until you come to the Sun Dial roundabout and you will see the complex on your right hand side. Turn right at the round about and you will see the access for the underground car park.

Swimming Pools at Calete Townhouse
There are 10 (TEN) nice pools in the very immediate vicinity of the complex. In all cases, less than a 5 minute walk. Further, the complex next door (Marina Golf) houses a further pool and this is due to open during the summer of 2006.

Directions.

* Turn right out of the Alta Vista development.

* Walk 100 metres to the Travellers Pub

* Cross the road.

* Take the path leading towards the Montecastillo Centre (restaurants and bars)

* Walk 40 metres along this path past the kids playground on the left hand side.

* You will now be at a 4-way junction (‘Junction One’) 
(there are tennis courts at the 11 0’clock position)

NOTE: You catch the ‘noddy train’ here on the left hand side twice per hour, circa quarter past and quarter to the hour. The train takes you through the town and down to the Oceanarium / Beach.

At the 4-way junction (‘Junction One’): Turn right and walk 100m.

   On the right hand side of the road you have the Castillo Beach Sol Pool.
   On the left hand side of the road you have the Castillo Beach
Go back to Junction One.
At the 4-way ‘Junction One’: Turn left and walk 50 metres.

   On the left hand side you have Castillo Beach Moon
   On the right hand side you have Castillo Beach Lake Village
Go back to Junction One.

* Go straight through the junction, past the tennis courts on left hand side and the kids   mini football ground on the right hand side, for 50 metres.

* You will now be at the next 4-way junction with the four white benches and the phone boxes (‘Junction Two’).

* Turn Left: and walk 50 metres. 
       On the left hand side you have Club Montecastillo
Go back to Junction Two.

At the 4-way ‘Junction Two’: Turn right and walk 40 metres.

   On the right hand side you have Castillo Beach Park
   On the left hand side you have Castillo Beach Park II

Go back to Junction Two.

* Go straight through for 40 metres to the third 4-way junction (‘Junction Three’).

* Turn left and walk for 50 metres

       On the right hand side of the road you will find Montecastillo II
Go back to Junction Three.

Go straight through the 4-way junction and walk for 40 metres and you will find yourself at the Montecastill Centre of Bars and Restaurants. 

Turn left and go along 100 metres past the orange mini market and you will find yourself at the Montecastillo Beach Elite
Internet surfing

Café’s are dotted all over town. The nearest internet access is at the entrance of the Castillo Beach Club. The smart sliver building with the pergola outside on the walk down to the Montecastillo centre (on the right hand side) (only a couple of minutes from the house). 

Turn left as you go out of the house and walk towards the Travellers Pub; cross over and take the path first on the left; the entrance to the Castillo beach is at on the right about 40 metres along the path. (20 mins surfing costs one euro).

Cheap Phone Cards
Look inside the red folder at the house for some examples of these. If you buy the correct type you will get 40 minutes call time to a UK landline for 6 euros. You get them on the high street – at the row of shops at the El Castillo Centre (there is a Chinese restaurant at each end) so the shop you want is a kind of souvenir / tobacco shop run by the Asian bloke towards the middle of the row. You should find it ! 

Also, remember if you use your UK mobile it is very pricey – it will even cost you a lot to receive a call from the UK so don’t be caught out. If you do need to make a lot of mobile calls when on the island you would be better buying a Spanish pay as you go mobile – available at the phone shop in the Atlantico Centre for 49 euros and this includes 25 euros worth of calls.

Oceanarium and Dive Centre at Puerto Castillo Yacht harbour
Leave the noddy train and you will find a few nice bars and a beautiful restaurant called Puerto Castillo (The Tower). Attractions here include::
· Sea lions and show (Harley and family)

· Octopus house

· Pirate’s boat

· Boat trips

· Snorkelling and scuba diving

· Catamaran sail trips where you are guaranteed to see dolphins and whales 40% of the time and marine turtles on 90% of the sailings.

· Water sports – kayak; banana rides; paddle boats; peddalo; wind surfing hire; jet skis

Ferry to Lanzarote (from Correlejo harbour)

There are three ferry companies. The ferries all sail from Corellejo to Lanzarote. A great day trip. Timetables and prices for the ferries to Lanzarote are in your information file at the house.

The Freddy Olsen Ferry (www.fredolsen.es) costs about 27 euros return and sails on the odd hours from Correlejo to Playa Blanca (from 7.45am to 7.00pm). The sail takes 12 minutes. It also has a free air conditioned coach which takes you via Arrecife airport up to Puerto Del Carmen in about 20 minutes. This means that you can spend a few hours in the popular resorts of Calete de Fuste and Correlejo (Fuerteventura) and Playa Blanca and Puerto Del Carmen (Lanzarote) in one day !

The Armas Ferry (www.navieraarmas.com) costs about 27 euros return and sails on even hours from Corelejo to Playa Blanca (8.00am to 8.00pm). The sail takes 20 minutes. [There is no bus to Puerto del Carmen. Having said this, you can take the local Arreicife bus near the end of the harbour on the right hand side (which should be waiting on the ferry)].
The Lanzarote express (0034 928 516 113 / 0034 629 731 293) is really a broad sail boat. It sails direct to Puerto del Carmen in Lanzarote from Correlejo. It hugs the shore of Lazarote and is good for dolphin spotting. It takes 60 minutes to sail to Puerto del Carmen. It leaves at 10.15am and returns at 16.45am. It costs 30 euros return.
At Correlejo harbour, you will also find short boat trips around the island of Los Lobos. This is small sanctuary island between Fuertventura and Lanzarote. You will also find big game fishing trips etc from this harbour.

Eating out – Restaurants. 
A top list in my book and in my order of preference.

Fado Rock:: Essentially a steak house on the main street. Miss Piggy is situated outside in the red dress !  You will need to book in high season possibly.
The Great Wall Chinese:: Opposite side of the road to Fado Rock.
O’ Fado:: A Portuguese restaurant on the main street directly opposite Fado Rock, next to the Mexican and the Great Wall.
Via Venetto:: A nice Italian restaurant. A bit difficult to find. When you walk down to the main road that splits the town, walk across the road diagonally to your left towards and past the bus stop. You will pass the old discothèque dome and you will come to the Spanish Tapes bar. Go past this and walk for about 50 metres (go past the launderette and power gym) and it is in the basement of the hotel on the left hand side. It is a really nice restaurant.
Gambrinis:: From the main road, go straight on through the roundabout and under the road through the underpass and cross over the road and it is down on your left about 80 metres along.
Spanish Tapas Bar:: Location is described above. Very authentic and mainly used by Spanish. If you like tapas, you will enjoy it.

Puerto Castillo Tower:: This restaurant is distinctive and is down at the Oceanarium and Dice centre (next to the noddy train terminus)
Of course, there are also The China and The Ranch at the Montecastillo Centre.

Pubs and bars

There are a range of bars dotted all over the town. The most famous show bar is ‘Pieros’. This is open very late and has the usual tribute acts etc. It is close to the east entrance to the beach. The bar is well signposted from the underpass at the main road.

Pieros Music café (www.pieorsccafe.com)

Well sign posted. Walk straight down the hill, under the underpass and follow the signs to the beach, or view their web site.

Rock café

On the high street

The Kegg 

Above Gambrinis restaurant, fork left after you come through the underpass at the main road.

Flower of Scotland

Upstairs at the El Castillo centre on the high street close to the Rock Café. Good for a bet also.

Molly Malones

At the Montecastillo Centre. Good for a night cap on the way up the road. The latest opening pub in town. Open to 4am.

Local busses and time tables

The main bus stop at Calete de Fuste is only a 5 min walk from your accommodation. Go out of the entrance to Alta Vista and turn left. Follow the road and you will come to a large covered ranch style bus stop on each side of the road adjacent to the Broncemar Beach Hotel.

Cross over the road and catch the bus to Correlejo, for example, for a day trip to Lanzarote. The main towns on the island of Fuerteventura are, and there is a straight line between them:

· Correlejo (in the North)

· Puerto Rosario (the industrial capital)

· Calete de Fuste (also described as El Castillo)

· Costa Calma

· Jandia (also know as Moro Hablo) (in the South)

Unfortunately, there is not a direct bus to Correlejo. But don’t worry it is dead easy to get there and cheap as chips (as opposed to 40 euros in a taxi). The Linea 03 and 06 are every half hour and every hour on Sunday. You really cannot go wrong on the island, it is essentially a straight road between the main towns noted above.

From the bust stop described, catch the No. 3 bus to Peurto Rosario. Get off at the end of the line where it terminates. The Correlejo bus should be waiting there for you. Next board the No. 6 bus to Correlejo. This will drop you at the ring road, where you can walk down to the centre of Town. Alternatively, stay on the bus to the end of the line, where it terminates at the harbour – conveniently, adjacent to the ticket office for the Freddy Olsen ferry to Lanzarotte.

Note: Linea 03 – Calate de Fuste; Neuvo Horizonte; Airport; Puerto Del Rosario

Note: Linea 06 – Puerto Del Rosario; Parque Holandes; Correlejo; Harbour

Note: The Linea 03 bus also collects and drops at the airport, so if you had light luggage you could also take this bus to and from your accommodation to the airport.

Bus timetables are in your information file at the house. I would not go to Porto Rosario for a day out as it is really the industrial capital and you are likely to be disappointed.

Market at Calete de Fuste

The famous street markets are held at Calete de Fuste – where it takes over the entire high street – so don’t enter the town by car on market days – occurs on Saturday (10am to 2pm).

Beaches

Fuerteventura is famous for its beaches. Its beaches put the other Canary Islands such as Tenerife and Lanazarote to shame. The beaches vary from sheltered calm sea coves at Calete de Fuste to windswept surfer paradise type beaches of Correlejo and Jandia.

· Calete de Fuste – the main beach is behind the Barcello Hotel etc. 

· Calete de Fuste – there is a new beach behind the Atlantico centre and the Sheritan Hotel

· Correlejo – Flag beach = stunning sand dunes

· Corelejo – Oliva beach = picturesque

· Correlejo – Waikiki beach = stunning sand dunes

· Costa Calma down to Jandia and Moro Hablo – Sott Vente beach. It stretches for circa 22 kilometres

Calete de Fuste Beach and Sand castle clubs
The Calete de Fuste beach is a large sheltered one. It has water sports at one end, beach football and volley ball, and a private and secluded section with good sunbathing.

There are a few great children’s sand clubs that operate at the beach daily. For a modest fee the children can play here for hours. See the information folder in the house for further details. The sand sculptures are really impressive – sports cars, mermaids, dolphins, palaces.

There is also a less well known beach being made behind the Atlantico centre. This is worth exploring. It is nice and private and very quiet. It was essentially built to serve the Sheritan Hotel but it is open to all.

Golf

The Fuerteventura Golf Club at Calete de Fuste. See www.fuerteventuragolfclub.com
This championship course hosted the Spanish Open on the PGA European Tour in 2004. You have a good view of this course from your master bedroom balcony. You can walk there in 15 minutes or drive there in under 5 mins. The course also has a golf academy with driving range, short game area, and putting green. It is open from 8am to about 7pm. You can hire everything you need. However, I have a set of clubs at the house for your use. You are welcome to use them, provide your own balls, glove, tees, shoes please. The clubs are Taylor Made woods and Powerbuilt irons. The green fees at this course are very modest, even in high season (winter months). Also, it is a very quite course. It is the quietest tour course that I have ever seen, and one of the cheapest. You can almost hit two balls on every hole if you like and you won’t get paired up with a stranger if you don’t want to. They are happy to allow solo play.

Alternatively, if it is company you crave, and you want to play a medal round. You will be made most welcome by the Correlejo Golf Society, who play medals every Tuesday and some Saturdays / Sundays. You can even join as a ‘country’ member. They are a bona fide club and many of the office bearers are resident entertainers (Elvis etc) on the island. They run trips to Jandia Golf etc also. See www.corralejogolf.com
The Meirisha Golf Club at Calete de Fuste. Due to open late 2006.

You can view this course from your master bedroom balcony. It adjoins the Fuerteventura Golf Club (see above).

La Olivia Golf Club at Correlejo. 

Due to open in the summer of 2007.

This new course is on the outskirts of Correlejo in the North. About a 45 minute drive from Calete de Fuste.

The Jandia Golf Club. 

At Moro Hablo. A championship course that is due to open soon. Nine holes are already completed. This is a spectacular part of the island. It is in the south and will take about 90 minutes to drive to.

The information file at the house contains details on all of the above including current prices.

Chipmunks at Calete
The best place to spot these are along the length of the shore walk. Simply tap the rocks several times and they should appear. They are friendly and healthy. They will eat monkey nuts out of your hand. The kids love them.
Gym at Calete
These are popping up all over at hotels etc but the most well known air conditioned gym (pay as you go) is the ‘Power House’ gym. It also host aerobic and spin etc classes at various days of the week. See the flyers in the information folder at the house. It is a basement building located just off the main road – between the Spanish Tapas Bar and Vie Venetto restaurant (it is very close to My Beautiful Launderette). A ten minute walk from the townhouse.
Trike Tours by Coolrunnings (www.coolrunningstours.com)

Steve and Ceri are your South African neighbours. They live next door as permanent residents. They run the brilliant and totally and utterly under priced Cool Running (www.coolrunningstours.com). Steve drives the trike which takes two passengers around the island on a range of potential tours ranging from 3 hours to 8 hours. There is also a sunrise tour up to the mountains etc. Special occasions are also catered for (anniversary, birthday etc). They range from 40 to 80 euros total – can you believe that !  

It is the best euros you will ever spend. They cater for all ages and tastes. You would not believe how many pensioners go on the tours and absolutely love it. You must book one of these. If you don’t, you will regret it. Go on – it is cheap as chips – you will love it. 

Information on these, and other tours such as wonderful scrambling bikes (Dave and Jo at ‘Backtrax’) are in the information folder at the house.

Spa baths

These are located adjacent to the Barcello Hotel Suites at the centre of Calete de Fuste. The usual treatments etc are here. The information folder at the house contains more details and costs.

Hire shop items at Calete
If there are items that you desperately need to hire. You can call me and I will try to organise via my agent or alternately you can contract direct with the hire shop. Details are in the information folder at the house. www.the-hireshop.com  (0034 619 908 848). For example, wheelchair, electric mobility scooter, cot, buggy etc.

Car Hire at Calete
CICAR on the main street, speak to Alexis Rodriguez, will hire you a fully expensed almost new Vauxhall Astra estate (diesel or petrol) for 22 to 28 euros per day (depends on season). A small car is cheaper. You can book from the UK. You can even collect it from the airport if you wish. 0034 928 16 36 68. Mention Iain Cameron and customer ref COD 5204637.

You can book online and even collect from the airport. www.cicar.com .However, I prefer to phone Alexis for the personal touch. Please remember to ask specifically for a child seat or booster seat etc if you need one.

The following online rental is very efficient also but they can only be hired from the airport www.recordrentacar.com
Finding your way about the island is easy as it is essentially a straight road running from Jandia to Correlejo. The main towns on the island of Fuerteventura are, and there is a straight line between them:

· Correlejo (in the North)

· Puerto Rosario (the industrial capital)

· Calete de Fuste (also described as El Castillo)

· Costa Calma

· Jandia (also know as Moro Hablo) (in the South)

NOTE – Car Hire is virtually impossible during July and August so if a car hire is essential to you. You MUST organise this in the UK before you go if you intend to hire in the HIGH season summer months.

Free Resort Golf Bus
You will recognise this bus, it has a picture of the Fuerteventura Golf Club on the side. This small mini bus operates free of charge and will move you about the resort. You wont be surprised to hear that it terminates at the Fuerteventura Golf Club (4 star hotel). It is worth getting off here and going for a drink in the central gardens within the hotel – it is stunning and they want to see you – don’t be put off by the plush surroundings and apparent formality. More importantly, one of its main pick ups is outside the Atlantico Shopping and Cinema complex. From here it will take you back in to the main street in town, stopping off at a few of the larger hotels on the way. From the centre of the town you could walk back to Alta Vista or take the noddy train. There is a timetable in the information folder at the house.
Correlejo, Correlejo National Park (Flag beach and Waikiki beach).
This is a popular tourist town with an old centre part surrounded by the modern town. It has a lovely harbour and some nice shops and bars and restaurants. It has a water park (Baku) and market. It is close to the La Olvia golf club. It is famous for its national park. This golden sand stretches for miles. The golden sand beaches of Flag beach and Waikiki beach are spectacular. They are a wind surfers dream and the sand dunes are fascinating. These beaches are stunning. You can drive here from Calete de Fuste in about 30 to 40 minutes. It needs to be done.
Baku Water Park and Complex (Market, Bowling etc), Correlejo
This park is located near the start of the town and is easy to get to by car or bus. See www.bakufuerteventura.com. There are many organised tours that go here on regular basis from Calete de Fuste. The following rides are found at the water park: Kamikaze; Rubber rings; Flumes; Jacuzzi; Small kids area etc. There are twelve different rides.

Baku also hosts a golf driving range, a bowling alley, and the famous street market on Monday and Friday.
Oasis Park: La Lajita at Costa Calma 
There are 200 species of animals at the zoo, oceanarium and parrot park. It is located near Costa Calma on the Jandia road in the south of the island. About a one hour drive south. The camel rides are excellent for the kids. There are also sea lions, alligators, zebra, giraffe, parrots and other exotic birds etc. The whole park is 1 000 000 m2. See information file at house for further details.     www.lajitaoasispark.com
Jandia Peninsula 
This includes the breathtaking beaches of the south such as Sotto Vente etc. It will take you about 90 minutes to drive to here but it is worth it. The beach stretches for 22 kilometres. Alternatively, why not go here via the trike – a great day out – see your neighbour Steve at No 27. www.coolrunningstours.com
History

Take a drive or hires Steve’s trike (www.coolrunningstours.com) to see the historical town of Betancuria. You will access the town, or egress the town, via the mountain pass roads. These are a bit like the ones from the film The Italian Job (except they’re in Spain, if you know what I mean !). Betancurie is worth visiting for lunch and watching a town where time has stood still, or wandering around the famous landmark church and its museum.

Schedules can be downloaded from the website above, for example the films ahead. The site is normally updated on a Friday. You can even view this at the nearest internet stop which is just around the corner at the entrance of Castillo beach on the walk down to the Montecastillo Centre. (1 euro for 20 mins surfing).

Generally, films start at 6, 8, 10, 12 etc.

Movies: 

24 hour channel. 300 movies per month. There are good films shown here.
