DIRECTIONS – LOCAL
54 Las Americas: going to the taxi rank and beaches at start of Parque Natural & Oliva RIU Hotel
Take the left turn out of the complex …….
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Take the left turn out of the complex ……and walk for about 150 yards to the first roundabout. Go straight through this roundabout and walk about the same distance again until you approach the second roundabout. This round about has three peach coloured columns at each side and its centre. The taxi rank will be on the left hand side and the shopping complex on the right hand side which includes the supermarket, Tiffany’s café snack bar and the Trading Post bar and eatery. You will also see the well known Oasis Tamrindo resort on the right hand side.
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Turn right at this roundabout and walk / drive along the long avenue towards the start of the ‘Parque Natural’. You will pass a series of well known developments: El Sultan, Arena Dorado, Pergolas III, Blue Club, Hotel Arena. Go straight through the roundabout that you come to and head towards the sand in the distance. The start of the Parque Natural is marked by landmark pelican sign.

You can cut down to the left here and walk towards the beach (Flag Beach). This is as far as I would go by foot. 
My estimate of travel time to here on foot at a comfortable pace is 20 mins.

If going by car (or bus – see later). Drive for about a further two kilometres and get off at the Riu Oliva Beach Hotel. You will see that there is a parking lane on this side of the road. There is also a bus stop that you get off at opposite the shops (see below). At this point you will see a few beach shops selling the usual beach stuff and drinks etc. Walk down the path towards the beach and go left or right, the choice is yours. If I were you, I would keep walking to the right, the beach simply gets better.
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Returning home, if going by bus, you will see the bus stop and take the No 6 back to town. Either get off at the harbour (Ferry stop) or stay on until you reach the stop you may have got on at adjacent to the end of Baku / at the start of the shops (see narrative ‘Directions to Town’).
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54 Las Americas: Going to the shops and bars in the centre of town and the bus stop and the Ferry port to Lanzarote
Take the left turn out of the complex and walk for about 150 yards to the first roundabout. Go straight through this roundabout and walk about the same distance again until you approach the second roundabout. This round about has three peach coloured columns at each side and its centre. The taxi rank will be on the left hand side and the shopping complex on the right hand side which includes the supermarket, Tiffany’s café snack bar and the Trading Post bar and eatery. You will also see the well known Oasis Tamrindo resort on the right hand side.

Take a left turn and walk along the long car park ..............
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…… until you come to a row of shops (RIU Perfume shop etc) and cross over the road and turn right at the roundabout. 
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You should now see the Baku complex on your right hand side (market, water park, ten pin bowling, bingo etc). 
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Walk past this along the long car park. At the end of this, you will see a souvenir / beach shop straight in front of you. This is the start of the shops. If you look left you will see a main bus stop on each side of the street. 
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You can catch the bus to the beach by getting on at the stop shown in the picture (i.e. the side of the road next to the open land).
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If you carry straight along the promenade you will pass by most of the shops and restaurants. If you walk to the end of the road going past the Mango clothes shop on the left hand side, you will see directions for the ferry port down to the right.

My estimate to here is 15 minutes at a comfortable pace to the bus stop / start of shops.

* Buses – going to beach – catch the bus marked Puerto del Rosario (linea 06)

* Returning from beach – catch the Corralejo bus marked linea 06
A regular service, every 30 minutes. Timetables are published in all island magazines and there are time tables in the house.
